
WELCOME TO THE RUBY MOUNTAINS HELI-EXPERIENCE, THE GUIDED SKI AND 
SNOWBOARDING SERVICE PROVIDING ACCESS TO THE AMAZING HUMBOLDT 
TOIYABE NATIONAL FOREST OF NEVADA.

This winter, we are celebrating 32 years of skiing and riding in the Ruby 
Mountains, located in Lamoille, Nevada. These mountains rise out of the 
great basin foothills from a base of 6,000 feet to peaks over 11,000 feet, 
with the majority of the ski runs averaging 2,000 feet of vertical.

Our base of operations is located at Reds Ranch in Lamoille, about 20 miles 
southeast of Elko, roughly half way between Salt Lake City, Utah and Reno, 
Nevada. This 95-acre ranch has a beautiful 10,000 square foot western 
style lodge facility. It is a spectacular location and truly compliments this 
extraordinaire ski experience. Meals are served from the open kitchen and 
guests enjoy the cuisine as much as skiing.

The Ruby Mountains terrain is unique due to the dry quality of snow, the 
glaciated bowls, and the tree skiing in glades of aspen and white pine. 
Together with the jagged peaks and the Great Basin vistas, these mountains 
provide an opportunity to ski and ride in a truly spectacular arena. Even after 
thirty years, each day we are still thrilled to be able to experience and share 
with our guests such a beautiful mountain range.

The ski/ride package is based on three-day trips, with a guarantee of 
39,000 feet of helicopter lift. This equates to about 7 runs a day, which runs 
accumulatively. You may ski more or less on any given day depending on 
weather, snow conditions and ability level. The package sells for $4,100.00 
for the 2009 ski season and includes skiing, a double occupancy room, 
meals, and choice of skis. Often times our skiers will ski more than the 
guarantee of 39,000 feet, at which time there is an additional fee of 
$100.00 per run.

Uphill transportation is provided with helicopters that hold four or five guests 
and a guide. Each helicopter can service four groups of guests, for a total of 
16. There is little or no waiting and skiing/riding in these small groups is very 
popular, as well as increasing safety margins in the mountains. Many of our 
guests put their own groups of four skiers together, however should one 
consider doing this, it is important to note that these groups must be 
organized with consideration for weight. We reserve the right to re-organize 
any group for safety concerns.

During storms or wind events, we offer the option of uphill transportation with 
the use of snow cats. Snow cat accessible terrain provides great tree skiing 
and semi-open glades. These snowcats provide a great opportunity to ski 
every day and reduces down time due to weather. 

Our guides and employees work with endless enthusiasm to make certain 
this will be the best skiing/riding experience of your lifetime. There is detailed 
information on our web site at www.helicopterskiing.com, or you can 
reach us by telephone at 775-753-6867.
